In all the hustle and bustle, in all the craziness and franticness, in all the beauty and wonder, in all the sorrow and sadness of Christmas, let's pause for a moment to ask ourselves this question:  What does Christmas teach us about God?  Christmas is more than gifts giving and received, or meals eaten, or family trips.  It is more than the heartache and sorrow of being alone, or not having someone who should be with us actually with us.  Christmas is more than songs and decorations.  We all already know this, but from time to time we need a reminder.  And so here it is, this is your reminder.
In the 
Grinch That Stole Christmas
, the story tells us this after the Grinch realized that he did not stop Christmas from coming:
“And the Grinch, with his Grinch-feet ice cold in  the snow, stood puzzling and puzzling, how could it be so? It came without ribbons. It came without tags. It came without packages, boxes or bags. And he puzzled and puzzled 'till his puzzler was sore. Then the Grinch thought of something he hadn't before.  What if Christmas, he thought, doesn't come from a store. What if Christmas, perhaps, means a little bit more.” 
This is the reminder that we need.  Christmas is these things, boxes and bags and presents and all that.  But it is more as well, it is love and grace and forgiveness and hope.  It is God coming down and living with us, being with the people that God so loves.  It is knowing that we are worthy of love, that we are loved, that we are loved beyond our wildest imaginations.  It is the realization that we are not alone, even when we feel alone.  It is the amazement in finding out that God is here, right here, with you and me and us.  It is Jesus teaching us that no one is left out, not even the last and lost.  It is Jesus welcoming us back home even when we waste and squander all that God has given us.  It is homecoming, even when we think we have no home and we do not belong.  Christmas is God's definitive moment in history that states that everyone, EVERYONE, belongs.
Christmas teaches us about how much we are loved.  That God is unwilling to ever let us go.  And so, this year in worship we are going to explore Christmas from this vantage point.  We will learn about Christmas as we answer the question what does Christmas teach us about God.  Here is the schedule for worship as we move toward Christmas:
