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Greetings Church,
As we make our way through this new year, we are quickly coming to the season of Lent.  Lent is the 40 days (not including Sundays) between Ash Wednesday (Feb. 14, this year) and Easter (April 1, yes Easter is on April Fool's day, 
kinda
 ironic and yet somewhat appropriate.  Can you image Jesus coming out of the tomb and saying, "You thought I was dead?  April fools!").   These 40 days are a time to look inward at ourselves, to recognize our sin, to realize that  we are called by God to live in such ways as to make the mystery of Easter real for others.  It is a time for us to recapture living questionable lives.
And what do I mean by living questionable lives?  Michael Frost describes it like this:
Leaders are to "inspire all believers to live questionable lives.  If all believers are leading the kinds of lives that evoke questions from their friends, then opportunities for sharing faith abound ..."

We are to live in such a way that others ask us questions.  How are you living with such joy?  How can you live like that?  Why did you give that person money or food or clothes or talk to them?  Why are you so different then my other friends?  All these questions and so many more lead us to tell people about the hope and life that we have found in Jesus Christ.  Or as the Bible states in the book of 1 Peter 3:15-16:
"Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that that you have.  But do this with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear conscience, so that those who speak maliciously against your good behavior in Christ may be ashamed of their slander."
We need to always be prepared and so one of the ways that we are going to live and work this out together is through our Lenten Study.  We will have this study on Wednesday evenings at 7:00 p.m.  during this season of Lent.  We will spend five weeks together learning and growing and becoming deeper spiritually and better able to live questionable lives.  This studying begins Feb. 21st and our last Wednesday will be on March 21.  We will be reading and studying the book that I quoted from earlier, 
Surprise the World
 by Michael Frost.  I have several copies of the book or if you want to get one on your own that would be great too.
I can't wait to start this Lenten study with you and see how and where God's Spirit moves us.
