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"To Know Christ And to Make Christ Known"
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Greetings Church,
Here is your thought for the month...
Love is an Infinite Resource
In our world, scarcity is what drives and propels us. We have access to a limited, scarce, amount of income, food, power, prestige, goods, and services, water, natural resources, ozone, etc. We feel the need to acquire, and have, and keep and save. Which is a good thing, if we do not cross the line into hording, or cross the line into destroying our environment for our own greed (which is another form of hording). Scarcity is an economic principle that affects, among other things, the value of things (think rare comics, or baseball cards or diamonds). In an oversimplification the more abundant something is the less value it has, for it is common, easily accessed (think water). Even though water is absolutely vital to survival, it is relatively cheap as compared to diamonds, which are hugely expensive and completely not needed for our survival. This got me thinking…is this how we see love? That love is so common, so easily overused, and abused, almost cliché, that it has lost its value?
And so what do we think of love? We all know intellectually that love is powerful, and it is something that we want, we want to love and be loved. Yet, the power of love seems to be less and less affective in our daily lives. Love and water seem to have similar values, water is cheap and yet vital for our survival. Love seems cheap and powerless and yet it is vital to our survival. Maybe we think of love as a limited resource. Maybe we see love as a big pie, and a person can only love everybody in their lives up to 100% of love. Let me explain…
I am married to the love of my life, my beautiful wife Melissa, and we have five kids, Grace, Joel, Malachi, Joseph and Isaiha.  If we see love as a limited resource than I can only love each one about 16.67% (100% of love divided by the
 number of people 6). Now add
 in my siblings, my aunts and uncles, my cousins, my nieces and nephews, and my friends and that percentage goes way down. Then what about those that have died? My Dad and Mom have both passed away as well as my Grandparents (on both sides) and I still love them even though they are not here anymore. So, if we stay true to our equation, I am barely loving these people with 1 or 2 percent of love. Or if we rank people, some might get more love, say 5 to 10 percent, and others will get barely 1 percent. Which I think leads to the question that all kids ask their parents, ‘Which one of us do you love the most?”
We need to be reminded that love is not a limited resource, it is not governed by the scarcity principle. I/we can love all the people in our lives 100%, this is where the power of love comes from. The power comes from knowing that someone loves you 100%. I love my wife, my kids, my family and friends not all combined as a total of 100%. No, I love each one 100%. And from the world of Harry Potter: as Professor 
Snape
 said to 
Albus
 Dumbledore in response to the question Dumbledore asked him about his love for Lily Potter, “After all this time, Severus?” “Always”. It is always 100%.

The Bible tells us that God, after all this time, still loves us always. This is the biblical definition of grace, God’s always love for us. The Bible tells us that “God is love” (1 John 4:8 and 16), that God has loved us first (1 John 4:19) and as a side note, God has loved us first every moment of everyday. Think of all the stories of Jesus loving those that no one else would. The lepers and tax collectors and notorious sinners, he loved 100%. The righteous and the good, he loved 100%. And all those in-between, he loved 100%. Always!
So, remember, love is not a limited resource, it is infinite, always, and forever!
