Two different groups are seeking enough signatures that will put their particular perspective on the ballot. As with the gambling industry that has won approval in recent elections based upon jobs and bringing or keeping tax money in state coffers, much of the publicity behind the marijuana push is touting jobs and taxes as the big selling points.
