I know some people do not like to read. Reading is a discipline, you have to make time to read, you have to want to read. Honestly, there are a lot of very good reasons why some people do not read, everything from not enough time, or energy at the end of a long day, to reading and attention disorders, to not finding the right books to read or having the wrong ones forced on you through school, or work. I understand, I get it.
But for me reading is one of the primary ways I experience God and his love for me. It is a way to relieve stress. It is a way for me to learn and grow and become a better human being. It is a way I connect with God and other people. It is a way to experience the world, and realize that others experience it differently, that there is more to life than my limited understanding.
I read all kinds of genres of books, from Christian nonfiction (like

Each of these books in some way, mostly unintentionally, point me back to the greatest story of all, that God loves us, that God is with us, that we are not alone, that someone, somewhere knows what we are going through, and as these characters and authors struggle with these issues (with the issues that I struggle with) then we struggle together. We ask questions together, we seek answers together, we find that we all are wonderfully and fearfully created in the image of God (Psalm 139: 13-14) who loves us beyond our wildest imaginations. Reading is a spiritual discipline, that helps us grow into the people we were meant to be.
So, I continue to encourage you to read.  Read the Bible, read other works, but simply try and read.  And by reading, learn and grow.  Hear God calling to you, encouraging you, challenging you, and loving you always and forever.
