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FROM PASTOR DWAYNE
Greetings Church,
Sigmund Freud once wrote, “How bold one gets when one is sure of being loved”.  I love this phrase, deeply.  I pray nearly everyday to live boldly because I am loved, not only by my family and friends, but by God, who loves me as much as an infinite God could possibly love (paraphrased from Philip Yancey in his book “What’s So Amazing About Grace”).  Love makes us bold, and God’s love make us bold to repent, to come before His throne with confidence “so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help us in our time of need” (Hebrews 4:16).  We need not fear God in the sense that God is out to get us, out to crush us for our mistakes and sins.  But rather we have a boldness that we know we are loved.   God sees us through the love and grace of Jesus Christ and we have no fear, for perfect love casts out all fear (1 John 4:18).
Jesus said it this way in Mark 1:3, “Prepare the way of the Lord, make His paths straight.”  Which means that nothing can stand in the way God coming to us, being with us, and sending us out to make the path straight for others, by loving and serving our neighbors.  Rachel Held Evans, in her book “Searching For Sunday: Loving, Leaving and Finding the Church” wrote this about Mark 1:3:
“The people didn’t have to go to God anymore; God was coming to the people.  And God, in God’s relentless love, would allow no mountain or hill - no ideology or ritual or requirement or law - to obstruct the way.  Temples could not contain a God who flattens mountains, or ceremonial baths a God who flows through rivers.  Repentance, then, meant reorienting one’s life around this reality.  It meant repenting of the old ways of obstruction and joining in the great paving of the path, in the demolishing of every man-made impediment between God and God’s people, and in the celebrating of God’s wild, uninhibited presence filling every corner of the earth.”
So repent, we are sinners after all.  But don’t leave it there, repent and be bold to pave the way for others to experience the love and grace of Jesus Christ.  Let us be bold to tell the story that nothing can separate us from the love of God that is in Jesus Christ our Lord (Romans 8:39).  Or as our old hymn states:
“I love to tell the story of unseen things above, of Jesus and His glory, of Jesus and His love.  I love to tell the story, because I know ‘it’s true; it satisfies my longings as nothing else can do.  I love to tell the story, 
twill
 be my theme in glory, to tell the old, old story of Jesus and His love.”
So go and tell the story by the way you live, with boldness and repentance, with courage and humility, with knowing that you are loved and that you are no better than anyone else, and by the way we talk and sing.  May we truly help pave the way for others so that God can come to them and drench them with His love, forgiveness, Spirit and hope!
