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From the Pastor's Pen
…
A Journey to Calvary
On March 1, at 7:00 pm, we will begin the Lenten season that culminates with Palm Sunday and Easter. We will launch ourselves on a journey to Calvary by sharing in a worship service marking ourselves with ashes to indicate our brokenness and need for the saving love of Christ. It is a time for us to engage our spiritual journey at a deeper level and once again experience the life and ministry of Jesus.
Each Wednesday evening following Ash Wednesday during the Lenten season we will gather at 7:00 pm for our Lenten Study. This year we will be focusing on Jesus’ calling the people of his day saying, “If you would be my disciple take up your cross and follow me.” So what does it mean to take up the cross today in this 21st century? I do not need to tell you that we live in a very challenging world filled with conflict and division. We live in a society where people hold different world views, different philosophies of life, different religious theologies and convictions and speak different languages. 
Today, more than any other day that I remember in my life, we live in a country that is guided by fear. We are afraid of people who are different from us. We are afraid of people who are from another country and are seeking to come and live among us. We don’t understand them and in many cases we don’t want to take the time or energy to try. Christians are divided on many of the most critical issues that are facing our nation and world. The truth is that our world is not so different than the world in which Jesus lived. So the question is, “What does it mean to answer the call of Jesus to take up your cross and follow him?”
I am hoping that in a very small way, we who are willing to gather each Wednesday evening during Lent will find ourselves discovering a way to be leaders within our spheres of influence and thus be agents of healing in our broken world and communities. 
Please plan to join the journey to Calvary and discover another way to be a bearer of the cross of Christ in a world that needs Him so very much.
