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Greetings Church,
Starting this month, May, we will be studying, discussing and learning from the book of 1 Corinthians in our worship time on Sunday morning.  I encourage you to read the entire chapter before that Sunday’s worship.  So for May 6th, (the rest of the schedule is on page two) read all of chapter one.  For May 13th, read all of chapter two.  And on and on.   As you read each chapter of 1 Corinthians, ask yourself these questions.  What does this scripture mean for and to me? What is God trying to tell me?  What is this scripture calling me to do?  What does this scripture tell me about God/Jesus/The Holy Spirit?  What does this scripture tell me about myself and others?  What does this chapter tell me about my relationship with God/Jesus/The Holy Spirit?
Also, as you read, slow down and listen for God speaking to you through these words.  What word or phrase jumped out at you?  What is God telling you through those words?  After you read, take time to think through what you read.  Meditate on the scripture and listen.  Listen for God speaking to you, listen for what God is calling you to do and be, listen for ways to transform your life and help others, listen for the ways God is calling us as a church, listen and grow.
What I am asking you to do is an ancient prayer practice called Lectio Divina.  It is an ancient practice of listening to scripture and connecting with God/Jesus/The Holy Spirit.  The ancients understood that we don’t read the Bible for just information.  But rather we read and listen to the Bible to be disciples of Jesus Christ; changed and transformed by His love, grace, forgiveness and hope; and to help transform our world.  This is what our mission statement of “To know Christ, and to make Christ known”, means.  To know Christ, to hear his voice, to follow him, to serve others and then help others to do the same things.  
Let’s take deliberate time to listen for and hear God speaking/calling us to live out our faith as individuals and as a church.
May you know the presence of the living Christ who is with you and loves you beyond your wildest imagination!
