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In an episode of Doctor Who, and I will readily admit that I am not a huge Doctor Who fan, entitled  "Vincent and the Doctor" there is a scene at the museum where the curator talks to the Doctor about Vincent Van Gogh.   It is a beautiful scene and every time I watch it, it brings tears to my eyes.  The curator says this about Van Gogh, "He transformed the pain of his tormented life  into ecstatic beauty."  
Vincent Van Gogh turned the pain of his tormented life into ecstatic beauty.  To me this is the perfect description of what Christ did on the cross.  Jesus took the pain of one of the most barbaric and cruel ways of execution, the cross, and turned that pain into the ecstatic beauty of forgiveness, redemption, hope, and of course, love.  The cross stands as that moment in which pain and suffering is turned into beauty and hope.  Or as N. T. Wright, one of the greatest Theologians alive today, wrote in his book, 
Evil and the Justice of God
:
"Jesus on the cross towers over the whole scene as Israel in person, as YHWH in person, as the point where the evil of the world does all that it can and where the Creator of the world does all that he can.  Jesus suffers the full consequences of evil: evil from the political, social, cultural, personal, moral, religious and spiritual angles all rolled into one; evil in the downward spiral hurtling toward the pit of destruction and despair.  And he does so precisely as the act of redemption, of taking that downward fall and exhausting it, so that there may be new creation, new covenant, forgiveness, freedom and hope."
Jesus exhausts the evil of the cross and replaces it with hope and forgiveness and redemption and love.  So, in our own times of struggle and pain and suffering, we too join Christ (and Van Gogh) into transforming that pain into the beauty of being a follower of Christ.  Knowing that we are not alone, knowing that God is with us and for us, knowing that no feeling is final, knowing that love always wins, knowing that Christ has exhausted evil on the cross he bore. 
For the next four weeks during worship we will be looking closer at some of the great works of art by Vincent Van Gogh.  Here is the coming schedule for Sunday morning worship:

This is how Vincent Van Gogh and his use of color is described in Skye 
Jethani's
 book 
The Divine Commodity: Discovering a Faith Beyond Consumer Christianity
:
"Vincent wanted to express ideas in his paintings such as hope, love, and grief.  He sought to make these invisible realities visible through color.  He understood the way colors could trigger different emotions, how each one carried its own personality.  Vincent saw red as passionate and dangerous.  Blue he associated with the mysterious and the infinite.  But the color Vincent preferred most of all was yellow.  As the brightest hue on the color wheel, it arrests the eye.  Van Gogh recognized something divine about yellow's loud magnetism.  As the eye is drawn to the vivid warmth of golden light, so the heart is drawn to the radiant warmth of God's love.  He used the color to represent sacred love in many of his compositions, and to Vincent yellow symbolized the presence of the

 - French for 'the ray of light from above'. "
