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Greetings Church,
In the book of Nehemiah there is this beautiful verse about how we change the world:
“Nehemiah said, ‘Go and enjoy choice food and sweet drinks, and send some to those who have nothing prepared. This day is sacred to our Lord. Do not grieve, for the joy of the Lord is your strength.” (Nehemiah 8:10)
Nehemiah tells us to go and enjoy our world and share that joy with all we meet. Share our choice (
read
 delicious) or our best, food and sweet (read refreshing) drinks with those around us. Why? Because the joy of the Lord is our strength. The joy of our connection with God is our strength. The joy of living for God and sharing with others is a strength, or as Christ would later say our light, that is greater than anything else in all the world. It is in our humble sharing that we continue to offer the light of Christ, and the love of God and the presence of the Holy Spirit, to those we meet in our daily lives. So, here are five ways (there are so many more, listen for the ways that God is calling you to share and serve) to help make our world just a bit better.
1. Smile more. We all can do this one. Simply smile more. Smile at people at work, smile at the people you pass in the store. Smile and wave at your mail carrier and your neighbors. Smile at the drivers of other cars as you pass them or as they pass you. Smile at the people at the gym. Smile at the people at church. Smile at any and every person you meet, pass or talk to in a day.
2. Do something nice for a neighbor. Take them some cookies, or brownies, or some other treat that you love (choice foods). Go get ice cream and share it with a neighbor. Help a neighbor with a project, or mowing their lawn, or help bring in their groceries. Or if you don’t know them very well yet, begin by smiling and saying hi. Find ways to be in conversation with them.
3. Send a card, a text, a 
fb
 message, a nice tweet, or do something even more outrageous, call someone for absolutely no reason except to say that you are thinking about them and praying for them and you love them. Ask them if they need anything, or make plans to go to lunch, or have coffee, or invite them over to your house to have lunch or coffee (or tea, or soda, or whatever).
4. Give generously. Give to UMCOR (the United Methodist Committee on Relief at 
www.umcor.org
). They are helping people all over the world in the midst of war, or natural disaster, or poverty (including right here in the U.S.) and every dollar matters. You can sponsor/adopt a child through Compassion International (
www.compassion.com
) or World Vision (
www.worldvision.org
). You can give to local missions like Toledo Northwestern Ohio Food Back  or one of our homeless shelters, or a drug rehab center.  You can give to Rossford United Methodist Church as we reach out with the love and grace and help of our Lord Jesus Christ.

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5. You can go buy a backpack (not to fancy one because we don’t want them to get stolen) or a gallon sized Ziploc bag and fill it with peanut butter and crackers, granola bars, socks, hats, gloves, scarves, notebook, pens, pencils, fruit cups, applesauce, toothbrush, toothpaste, soap, toilet paper, wet wipes, etc., and keep them in your car. Then when you see a homeless person, or someone standing with a sing on the side of the road, simply give them the backpack full of the supplies. Make sure you smile at them, and shake their hand and offer them the love of Jesus Christ.
These are simple things you and I can do to make our world just a bit better. And Jesus told us that the world will know that we are His disciples by the way we love. In John 13:34 Jesus tells us, “A new command I give you; Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. By this all people will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.”
